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Remote Supervision: Transition of Media Supervision

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Abstract: As opposed to the supervision of the local people or issues by the local news media,

remote supervision’ refers to the supervision of the local people or issues by the media from other

places. Although having its necessity and feasibility, remote supervision may also bring about

negative effects. eg. The phenomenon of only supervising strangers’ possibly leads to more serious

consequences and waste of media resources in practice. Nevertheless, at a fundamental level, remote

supervision is a transition of media supervision from the phase of rule of man to the phase of rule of

law. To promote the media supervision, we must build up a legal system to protect it.
