The reasons of Germany recognizing puppet Manzhouguo in 1938 were: It was an important part of
Hitler foreign aggrandizement strategy; Nazi Germany had finished the organization preparation; The
failure of German mediating Chinese-Japanese War impelled Germany govermnent more attaching
importance to Japan;Dirkson had important aggection on Nazi Leaders; It was a weight of bargaining
with Japan.
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
