The situation reflects further reseach-
ment on omission. About omission, there is little difference among fore-Soviet, German, Italy and
Japan. Omission is divided into pure-omission and non-pure-omission in German and Janpan. the two
country § scholors have deeply reseached on non-pure-omission.
