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Abstract: How to solve the multi-party disputes with proper proceedings is a problem in the commer-

cial arbitration. According to the LMAA terms,the arbitrator has power to order consolidation of proceed-
ings or concurrent hearings. From the practice of London Maritime Arbitration and 1996 English Arbitra-
tion Act,the basis of consolidated arbitration is the parties’ agreement including the parties’ agreement to
LMAA terms,therefore the problem in London Maritime Arbitration is properly solved.
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
